
The Bay Area Mashtronauts 
Homebrewing Club 
By-laws 
We, The Bay Area Mashtronauts, in order to form a more perfect brew do hereby establish ourselves as an organization in pursuit of great beer, great friends and a great time. To guide us on this pursuit we establish the following by-laws and rules to maintain a smooth operation of The Bay Area Mashtronauts Homebrewing Club. 
Article I: Meetings 
A. Meeting guidelines 
1. Meetings of the club will take place on the second Tuesday of every month. 
2. Site of the meetings will be at a location approved by a majority of dues-paying members. 
3. Meetings shall commence no sooner than 6:30 PM and shall end no later than midnight. 
4. The President has the authority to call emergency meetings so long it does not conflict with the general meeting. 
5. The President may change the date and venue of a Mashtronaut meeting without a by-law change provided that sufficient notice is given to all dues paying members by all means at this club’s disposal. The alternate site and time must be published on the Mashtronaut website and Mastroforum.
B. Format 
There will never be a formal format to the Bay Area Mashtronauts meeting; homebrewing is a hobby. The Bay Area Mashtronauts do not adhere to Robert’s Rules of Order. 
C. Changes 
Any changes of the meeting guidelines or format are to be handled in the business meeting of the club. The rules of making changes are described in Article IV. 
Article II: Officers 
An officer must be a dues paid member in good standing with the club. The Bay Area Mashtronauts Homebrew Club will consist of a President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Historian and IT Specialist. 
A. Elections 
1. Elections are to be held every November. 
2. Only dues paid members have the right to vote. 
3. Elections will be by secret ballot. 
4. Ballots shall be counted by an officer and a dues-paying member who is not up for election. 
5. Any run-offs shall be held immediately after the first count of ballots. 
6. Special elections will be held as needed. 
B. Nominations 
1. Nominations will be taken in October and November. 
2. A Second is required and acceptance is required by the nominated member. 
3. Only dues paid members are eligible for candidacy.
C. Responsibilities 
1. Mission Commander (President)
    a. The term of the President is for one (1) year. 
    b. The President is responsible for the organization and execution of all club and officers meetings and the smooth operation of all club functions. 
    c. The President has the power to appoint any ad hoc committees. 
2. Pilot (Vice President)
    a. The term of the Vice President is for one (1) year. 
    b. The Vice President is responsible for helping with the smooth operation of all club functions. 
    c. The Vice President is responsible for the organization and execution of National Homebrew Day. 
    d. The Vice President is responsible for the organization of F.A.R.T.s. 
    e. The Vice President is responsible for one committee for the Lunar Rendezbrew. 
3. CapCom (Secretary)
    a. The term of the Secretary is for one (1) year. 
    b. The Secretary shall maintain the minutes of all club and officers' meetings. 
    c. The Secretary is responsible for the publication of articles to and smooth operation of the club’s website. 
    d. The Secretary is responsible for updating other information on the club’s website (contact information, calendar, membership list, photographs, etc) 
    e. The Secretary is responsible for one committee for the Lunar Rendezbrew. 
4. Payload Specialist (Treasurer)
    a. The term of the Treasurer is for one (1) year. 
    b. The Treasurer is responsible for maintaining the financial records of the club. 
    c. The Treasurer is responsible for maintaining an accurate list of dues paid members. 
   d. The Treasurer is responsible for issuing a monthly financial update.
    e. The Treasurer is responsible for one committee for the Lunar Rendezbrew. 
   NOTE: All members will require the pre-approval of two officers prior to making purchases over $50 that will be reimbursed by the club.
5. Secession 
    a. Should the President have to leave office the Vice President assumes the office of the Presidency and the authority to appoint a new Vice President who assumes duties immediately upon acceptance of office. 
    b. Should any other officer have to resign their position their replacement shall be elected at the next homebrew club meeting.
6. Appointed Offices

    a. Public Affairs Officer (PAO): Helps provide the public face to the club in the event that MC or Pilot can not be at an event.  PAO will designate the monthly greeter to make sure new members are introduced and included
    b. Science Officer (Head of Judging).  Responsible for the entry database for the Lunar Rendezbrew and coordination judging for a club competitions.
    c. LR ## Flight Engineer (Lunar Rendezbrew Coordinator). Work with the Mission Commander to plan, organize and execute Lunar Rendezbrew.
Article III: Operations 
A. Members 
1. All members shall pay yearly dues of $20.00 per person or $30.00 per family, due at the beginning of each calendar year. Membership dues paid at any other time will be prorated by the Treasurer. 
2. As a dues paid member, Mashtronauts are entitled to any and all benefits of the Bay Area Mashtronauts Homebrewing Club. Benefits may vary. 
B. Newsletter 
1. The club shall keep an on-line newsletter on the club website. 
2. The Secretary shall act as the editor. 
3. The newsletter is now hereby known as the Saturday Evening Prost. 
4. The contents of the newsletter are to adhere to existing community standards. 
C. Events

1. National Homebrew Day 
    a. This day will always be celebrated the first Saturday of May. 
    b. The Vice President is in charge of the operation and execution of this day. 
2. F.A.R.T (Friday Afternoon Revival Time)
    a. These events will take place every Friday. 
    b. The Vice President is in charge of the operation and execution of these events. 
3. Lunar Rendezbrew 
    a. This event is an amateur homebrewing competition and will be held annually. 
    b. The President and Lunar Rendezbrew Coordinator are jointly in charge of the operation and execution of this event. 
4. Any other events will be brought before the club in a general meeting and vote will be taken. A simple majority is needed for passage. 
D. Business Meeting 
1. The business meeting shall be November of every year. 
2. A quorum must be present and shall consist of 50% plus 1 of dues paying members and 3 of the 5 club officers. 
3. The business will consist of the financial report of the club, nominations of officers, and any proposed changes to the by-laws. 
4. All voting will be done during this meeting. 
E. By-Law Changes 
1. All proposed changes must be submitted during a monthly membership meeting and published to all dues-paid members prior to the next monthly meeting where the vote will take place. 
2. All proposed changes must be ratified by a two-thirds vote of all dues paid members in good standing. 
3. All voting shall be done by secret ballot. 
4. Tabulations of the votes shall be counted by two officers and one member at large. 
5. Emergency changes to the by-laws may be proposed as needed. Said emergency changes must be ratified by 2/3 of all dues-paid members. 
Article IV: Club Conscience 
Any and all functions or questions, which have not been addressed in the by-laws shall be resolved by Michael Wiley, founder and club conscience of the Bay Area Mashtronauts.
